Essay Contest Guidelines

General Guidelines:
1.   Students in grades 2 through 12 may enter the contest.

2.   Only one entry per student.

3.   Essays are not research documents (though research should support any data used) their intent is to 

      express the opinions of the writer.

4.   All Essays are to be submitted through a Masonic Lodge.

5.   Members of the local Masonic Lodge will select the top three (3) entries from each grade and forward

      them to the Grand Lodge Committee (State Organization) for Statewide top three finalists.

6.   All submissions become the property of the Grand Lodge, Free & Accepted Masons of Arizona.

7.   The Local Lodge will be notified of State winners in late December. 

8.   Statewide awards will be delivered to your local Masonic Lodge by December 21, 2007.

Upper right side of first page must display:

· School name

· Sponsoring Lodge name and number

Style:

  All essays must have the specific topic as listed in the Topics.

· Braille in its regular format, with translation attached.

· No graphics or pictures.

· Submissions must not display editing by parents, teachers or Lodges.

·  No cover pages, folders or other embellishments

Judging Criteria:

· Spelling

· Grammar

· Neatness

· Creativity

· Awareness/Understanding of subject matter

· Entries are judged without bias – handwritten or typed

Classroom Grant Guidelines

This program is designed to supplement funds for achieving a teacher’s special goal for her or his current class.  Examples for a grant might be a trip to a museum, the purchase of a special reference, or the purchase of materials for a special science or music project.  Not every entrant will receive a grant.  The grants range from $50 to $300.  The number of grants awarded depends on resources available and the merit of the project. Remember requests must be submitted through a Masonic Lodge.
To apply for a grant a teacher must provide at least the following information:

1.   Name

2.   Sponsoring Lodge

3.   School name and Grade

4.   Purpose for Grant

5.   Overall cost of the project

6.   Amount being requested

7.   Number of students affected by grant
